NAS 100 : LONG TERM CARE NURSING ASSISTANT

This course fulfills the seventy-five (75) hour Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act (OBRA) requirements for training of long-
term care nursing assistants in preparation for certification through competency evaluation.
